All AFAM, AFCM, and MSM submissions by Fourteenth Air Force Staff, 614th Space Operations Group (which includes 614 SOPS and 614 SCS) and the 614th Space Intelligence Squadron will be prepared in 12-point Times New Roman font.  As stated in AFI 36-2803, “The narrative is a short description of the act, achievement, or service.  Be specific on facts and confine to no more than two sentences….”  It is preferred that you confine AFAM to a maximum of 11 lines, and AFCM and MSM to a maximum of 13 lines.  The decoration citation is designed to highlight two or three of the best things the person accomplished.  It is not designed to capture all of what a person did or to serve as justification for the award.

DEFINITIONS:

When a member PCS, Retires or Separation, their reason is defined as MERITORIOUS SERVICE.

When a member is being recognized for one specific act it is defined as OUTSTANDING ACHIEVEMENT.

HOW TO FILL OUT A DÉCOR 6  (Please Type or NEATLY print all Décor 6, they become a matter of record.)

TIPS:

OLC usually starts at approx 3.6" inches, if no OLC start at NAME

Use the Date Arrived Station as the start date, UNLESS the member had a decoration close out after their Date Arrived Station.  AND the close date is:  PCS=Projected Departure Date and for Retirement=Actual Date of Retirement.

If a medal was given for ACHIEVEMENT reason, you must provide a copy of the medal.  Also determine if a member is not being recognized twice for the same thing.

Always JUSTIFY your text.

Once your squadron internal coordination has been completed, 14 AF/A1 will accept your decoration on bond paper with a proper filled out and signed Décor 6.
