SUBJECT: Closed Base Declaration and Order: Vandenberg Air Force Base

1. Pursuant to my authority under Title 50, United States Code, Section 797 (50 U.S.C.
§ 797); Title 32, Code of Federal Regulations, part 809a (32 C.F.R. § 809a); and
inherent command authority, the previous declaration and order that Vandenberg Air
Force Base, California (VAFB) is a closed base is hereby re-stated. Non-military and
non-DoD personnel may not enter VAFB (United States) property without the express
permission of the Installation Commander or his designee.

2. This order does not alter the limited grant of use of Highway 1 and Highway
246/0Ocean Avenue for highway purposes pursuant to a grant of such right-of-way to the
State of California or the County of Santa Barbara. The right-of-way easements through
VAFB property have limited uses as provided in the grant by the United States. Such
use is limited to road maintenance and vehicular travel. Use and occupation of the area
is only for these purposes, and is subject to any rules and regulations the Installation
Commander may prescribe from time to time to properly protect the interests of the
United States. Activities not otherwise expressly permitted in these areas may be
deemed to be a violation of 50 U.S.C. § 797.

3. Despite having concurrent prosecutorial authority on Highways 1 and 246 with the
State of California, pursuant to an agreement with the County of Santa Barbara (2004 to
present), the County is the primary prosecutor of state misdemeanor crimes and
felonies with the exception of crimes related to protest activities in these areas.
Addressing crimes related to protest activities remains the responsibility of the
Installation Commander, and such crimes will be referred to Federal Magistrate Court
for prosecution.

4. This declaration and order shall remain in effect unless specifically rescinded.
